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Abstract

Research on “Border Trading between Thailand and Cambodia: Problems and
Solutions”.

The objectives of the research are as follows:

1. To improve current border trading in order that the people along the borders of
both countries would be able to generate more income which, in turn, would lead
to sustainable economic development.

2. To study the possibility of investment for the Small and Medium-size Enterprises
in the provinces along the borders of Thailand and Cambodia.

3. To study the possibility of developing transportation network between Thailand
and Cambodia to encourage goods distribution. Moreover since both countries
share a similar culture, the transportation network could encourage tourism along
the borders of both countries.

However, it is well known that illegal goods smuggling could curtail border trading
development. One of the current problems of the Thai Government is the casinos on Cambodian
side of the border. The Thai government needs to seek cooperation from the Cambodian
Government to find solutions for this problem. The other problems and suggestions are:

— the inconvenience of goods transportation-mutual development and financial
assistant from Thai Government are suggested;

— and the lack of rules and regulations in Cambodian border trading-similar
suggestions; such as, training assistance from the Thai for Cambodian officers in
international trading standard which would be a short-term solution. The long-
term solution would be for the Cambodian Government to improve and up-grade
its border trading rules and regulations to international standards.

This research can only make suggestions. The success of development of border
trading depends on the commitment of both Thai and Cambodian Governments to develop

sustainable economic relations between the two countries.
