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ABSTRACT
Thailand-Combodia-Vietnam

The neighbors of Thailand consist of a number of countries such as Cambodia and

Vietnam with Route linking which we have communication.

The globalization enhances us to learn more about each
other than in the previous past, while mass communication
serves to bridge cultures of cambodia, Vietnam, Laos and other
countries.

Turning left from Phnom Penh to the
Highway No.1 it will pass Svay Rieng and end at Moc Bai with
the distance of 183 kilometers. Then, it cross Moc Bai
borderline between Cambodia and Vietnam passing Tay Ninh
and joins Highway No0.22 which leads to Ho Chi Minh at the
distance of 71 kilometers, making total distance of 684
kilometers.

Stories, picture, way of life of the people and the cities are
materials that we collect during our trip for our documentary.

In the West of Cambodia at cities such as Phnom Penh,
Sisophon, Battambang, Pursat and Kampong Chanang, Thai
currency can be used to buy the local products. Majority of the
people try to learn Thai because they want to go to Thailand.

The East of Combodia experiences Vietnamese influence
and as such at city like, Svay Rieng Vietnamese, Dong is used
although the people are more closed to Thai than Vietnamese.
