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ABSTRACT

The term *Human Dignity” in accordance with the Constitution of the
Kingdom of Thailand, B.E. 2540 is considered as a new aspect in the Thai
Constitution. Although “Human Dignity” is enacted in the current Constitution, it still

causes a lot of discussion and argument on its inexplicit definition. Especially, the

- explanation on “Human Dignity” in the Thai legal system prescribed under section 4,

26 and 28 of the constitutional provision, which safeguards the human dignity, appears
vague and unclear. This contributes to the difficulty for the interpretation and the

enforcement of a law.

The study shows that a major problem of “Human Dignity” in accordance with
the Constitution depends upon the specification of a legal status. This is due to a lack
of guideline for generally accepted interpretation of the term “Human Dignity”. As a
result, it causes many problems such as the problems on the interpretation and the
indication of a status and a legal enforcement, which also give a rise to a problem on a
setting up against the aforementioned issues and on an exercise of judicial rights

relating to “Human Dignity”.
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Immediately , the researcher was given a Fund to study “Thai’s Roles of
Political and Social Participation”, this thesis emphasized to study the following

two factors :

1. To study the legal status of “Human Dignity” in order to gain insight into its
problems and history as well as to help developing, on an academic basis, Human
Dignity, rights and liberty of a person in accordance with the Thai Constitution.
Moreover, the thesis attempts to present a half-way alternative, which combines a
variety of relevant views from different sources, for the interpretation on “Human
Dignity” of the Constitutional Court so that the “Human Dignity” prescribed in the

Constitution can be practically applied in the future.

2. To study the relationship between the value of life and Thai’s roles of

political and social participation, especially the ethics.
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
