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Abstract

The 10 selected articles, together with points of discussion from the panels
on Truth and imagination, offer “new™ vistas for Thai Humanities in the followings:

1) All 10 selected articles offer thought-provoking perspectives and pose
challenging questions for Thai Humanities. The methodologies and analyses are
inter-disciplinary, reflecting current trends in doing Humanities in Thailand.

2} All 10 selected articles indicate creative contributions of the Humanities
in the studies of historical, social, cultural, political and therapeutic phenomena.
They reflect an uneasy complexity of “truths™ which are dynamic, inclusive and
open-ended.

3) The panels on Truth and imagination offer a “common frame of reference”
for doing Humanities. This common framewark is crucial in pointing to an overall

picture of the Humanities whose diverse methodologies are always poignant.
