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Abstract

A State of the Knowledge Study on the Borderlands of -Thailand Adjacent to the
Neighboring Countries: A Compilation of Annotated Bibliography Phase Il aims to improve and
update the study on Phase I. this study also makes index for user by categorizing some key words
and applying the general standard of bibliography.

This study continues exploring the state of the arts about the border issues between
Thailand and the four neighboring countries (Lao People’s Democratic Republic, Cambodia,
Malaysia, and Myanmar) until 2006. It finds that fhere have been minor changes among the
knowledge of border issues since 1995. The important point is that most of the proposed studies
still focus on the socio-economic context in each area. However, some new issues have been
studied such as sufficiency economy, transportation development and cross-border cooperation,
cultural aspects and development, role of local leaders, and peace perspective for conflict

resolution.
