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This research was a study of the production in Talay-noi Community, Khuan Khanoon
District, Phatthalung Province, from the establishment of Talay-noi District to the founding of the
Talay-noi Wildlife Sanctuary (B.E. 2450-2518 — 1907-1975 A.D.), focusing on three issues:
factors affecting production, production methods, and impacts of production. The researcher
collected field data by ir_;tervicw, observation, and photographic illustration, and then reported
research findings in the form of analytical description, as summarized below.

There were two types of factors affecting production. One of the types consisted of
the followi'ng: suitable land for making a living; human and animal Tabor initially, supplanted
later by technology-based labor; basic capital involving tools derived by local wisdom,
subsequently developed into tools requiring sophisticated technology and mechanical devices,
includiﬁg a systemn of currency; and entrepreneurs relying on local experience and wisdom. The
other type had to do with other factors affécting production: desirable community infrastructure,

secure politics and government, speedy communication and transportation, and society and

“culture of interdependence. The methods of production involved two factors. One had to do with

four important aspects of production: tools for betterment of quantity and quality of production,
community cooperation in production through a kinship system and quid pro quo cooperation,
beliefs and rituals about production contributory to production decision-making. The other factor
consisted of four characteristics of production: resource tapping from community sources of
natural resources; basic agriculture involving planting and animal raising; activities related to
product processing of fermented fish, salted fish, and pickled shrimp, undertaken commercially
and as principal means of livelihood for community members; and handicraft production being
jute-mat weaving, boat building, and making of animal-catching devices, which contributed to the
economic and social system apart from their utilitarian value. The production impacts were:
economically, there was a rise in income and expenditure, as well as in the standard of living of

the family and community; socio-culturally, family and community ties lessened as demand for
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human labor decreased, and such traditional ways of sealing family and community bonds as -

labor sharing, camaraderie, and kinship went on the decline; environmentally, topographical and
ecological systems, natural resources, and basic facilities were affected, for with population
increase pollution from expanded production directly affected ecological and topographical
systems, and increasing basic facilities in the community affected production quantitatively as

well as qualitatively.
