ABSTRACT

The study explores a number of themes necessary to understand a man and his
thoughts. It begins with his biography and his exposure to the problems his people
and his communities have faced. Unique as an individual life is, he also shares a set of
traits common among the Karen ethnic group residing in northern Thailand. He has to
face the state encroachment of the forest on the one hand and the more powerful
position in the market relationship on the other. Moreover as a member of the
minority group, he and his people are very marginalized in relation to the Northern
Thai people in socio-cultural, as much as in eco-political terms.

The study then moves to trace his works in the generally unfavorable
atmosphere. He has worked and accumulated both knowledge and experiences by
various means. This process is considered in the socio-economic change in the local
and regional context and in the political environs of democratic development at the
national level. Some forces have been in his favour, whereas domestic as well as
official action presented themselves as strong obstacles. In view of different problems
with varying degree, the study has tried to explain his roles together with his success
and failure as community leader and thinker.

His biography well reflects a local history as well as a series of attempts for
sound solutions. Under his leadership, which has shown by means of demonstration
and perseverance, the community and his fellow people have been able to have their
voices heard in the wider arena, and increasingly gained recognition. His proposed
solution for the village and social problems are indicative of his sophistication which
has been nurtured by intrinsic formation as much as external influences. His thoughts
on the environment and development issues can also be better appreciated in this
light. Distinct from academic jargons and an Anthropological way of representation,
he gives a local voice in support of the ideas of development in vogue, be the
sustainable development, development along people’s strength and wisdom.

However he does not usually trade his ideas for popular approval. His view on
economic and social development, embedded in moral and subsistent economy, may
receive a sound echo from academics, NGOs and even state officials. But it is not
always in line with the mainstream thinking among his fellow villagers.

The study has portrayed a complex picture of a man enmeshed in the
problems, many of which are not within his realm of capacities. His contributions and
achievements lie very rightly in the domain of idea and in his exemplar endeavors for
the improvement of the society in general and his community in particular.
