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The Indigenous Shophouses in the Urban Area

Abstract

The goals and objectives of this research which priority concentrated in the
area of the Western Region at Supanburi, Ratchburi Petchburi and Nakorn Pratom, are
seeking for the answers of . the originality, development, physical conditions and future
frend.

From this study, we found the similarity of the indigenous shophouses and
market pfaces which were established over 50 years, that were influenced from the
water transportation. Those shophouses and markets were developed from the floating
market to sunday market on the bank and transferred to the permanent market in
addition to the timber shophouses around the market place. The majority of goods
were the agricultral products and household supplies.

Since 20-30 years ago, in relation to the Country Development Plan. The
tromsportation network ail over the country were highly developed, It influenced to the
change of the mean of transportation of the indigenous market. Not only the change ot
the mean of transportation but it changes the whole life-cycle of the indigenous market :
from the agricultural products and household supplies to various types of goods in
depending to the transportation routes; from the water bank loading place to road-side
loading place; and lastly from the indigenous timber shophouses and markets to the
modem brick and concrete shophouses.

The future trend of preserving the indigenous shophouses is rather blind.
The possibility for preserving should be occurred only in 2 conditions, one on the place
which the owners and the local governments understand and realize the quality and
importance, and the other on the place which the location and goods have special
identities which couldnt be found from other markets or the modern shopping center,

such as Wat Don Wai Market, Sampran District, Nakorn Pratom.
