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Abstract

The aims of the study was to know the import regulations of People’s Republic of
China, Hong Kong Special Administrative Region, Malaysia, Singapore, United State of
America and- Canada for importing longan products. The -information was gathered via
literature research and interviewed the exporters and importers of longan products to the
target market countries. It was found that there were standards for fresh longan and canned
longan which have indicated the minimum requirements of the physical and chemical
properties which were in lined with the standard of Codex Alimentatius. The Department of
Agriculture with the cooperation with the Ministry of Commerce has put forward the export
procedure for fresh longan and has the detail requirement for exporting procedures. For the
import regulations and custom tariff rate of the target market countries, with regards to the

non tariff controls in general they require the phytosanitary certificate. Countries demand this
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certificate are People’s Republic of China, Hong Kong Special Administrative Region, and
Canada. United State of America does not permit the importation of fresh longan. People's
Republic of China, Malaysia, Singapore require a requestment for being longan exporters.
Canada requires licenséd importer and the inspection certificate for the imported products.
The target market countries in Asia have specified the minimum limit of sulfur dioxide
residues, and the imported longan products must compile with food regulations of their
respective importing country. Hong Kong Special Administrative Region, Singapore, and
Canada have no tariff for fresh, frozen , canned and whole dried longan. People's Republic of
China has no tariff for fresh longan. People’s Republic of China and Malaysia require high
tariff rate for imported canned longan. People’s Republic has higher rate of tariff than other
countries for whole dried longan. This study indicated the opportunity and obstruction
concerning the regulations for importing longan products to the target market countries. This
could be used for the future planning the way to solving the problems and building up the

competitive advantage for export longan products to target market countries.
