Since the collapse of local communities over the countries, Nora was seperated into
ranges for seperated groups of the villagers. Thanks to Ta-Yai,the belief system originated
in Nora Rongkru, the ritual type, negotiating with Nora concert, the market -based type,
customarily.

Social problems today render themselve rapidily. Aids, drugs and environment
crisis are encountered Nora’s activities and messages in contemporary songs.  After
socializing the juveniles ,the new comer, with strongly response, Nora encourages the
social bonds and social relation in the communities. More over,Nora funds the younger
dancers to survive in the tourism culture in the south while the costume handicraft serves
villagers economically. Most of all, the ritual as a public space encourages villagers
gathering round and keeping co-operative for the further purposes, the crucial function of
Nora in communities, possibly considered as a basic factor to empower the communities

development .
