The project objectives were to gathering information, potentials, problems,
obstacles and limitation of tourist attractions and agriculture products in Nakon Pathom
province. The questionnaire was used for data collection from 117 officers of sub-
district administrative organization, tourists, government and private sectors related to
tourism in Nakon Pathom province. Then public hearing was set to find out potentials,
problems, obstacles and limitation of tourist attractions and agriculture products of
Nakon Pathom province.

The study found that 31 tourist attractions evaluated through their potentials were
rated at the highest 1, high 10, moderate15, and low 5. Top ten tourist attractions were
ranked as the following: the Great Pagoda, Rose Garden, Samphran Elephant Ground and
Z0o, Bang Luang Traditional Market, Thai Human Imagery Museum, Kasesart University
(Kamphaeng Saen campus), Sanamchan Palace, Lumphaya Floating Market, Wat
Raikhing, and Thai Farmer Life Museum. The items for food agriculture products were
rated at the highest 2, high 30, moderate 11, and low 1, and they were chili paste, pot-
stewed duck, vegetable safety, pomelo wine, Chinese cake (Kru Somsong), asparagus,
guava, coconut (having sweet coconut juice), Chinese cake(Kuhlab), and glutinous rice
roasted in bamboo joints (khaowhlam), consecutively. For non- food agriculture products
were rated at the highest 1,  high 6, moderate15, and low 1. The ten items were
Wangprom Herb, Aloe Vera, orchid (Omyai Municipality), hand -woven fabric, Napalai’'s

herb products, guppy (millionsfish), Martial Art of Thai Boxing Handicraft product, fighting fish,



orchid (Phrong Maduea district), and water- hyacinth handicraft s, consecutively. The
suggestions from the public hearing were improving the publicity of both tourism
attractions and agriculture products. Moreover, the tourism package should developed
while the package of agriculture products should be attractive and meet standards.
Finally, the place for convenience shopping which carried products representing Nakhon

Pathom province should be arranged.
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
