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Abstract

Research Review: Follow-up Project Concerning Child Watch in Each Province of the

North-Eastern Region of Thailand.

This research aims to survey child and youth situation in provincial level from
behabiour selected indicators including child and youth problem specific case study
within Northeastern Part, total 19 provinces using pattern or theme analysis of the
child and youth problems and risks including risk factors in youth group in the region
as well as seeking ways/patterns to assist child and youth to reduce/avoid/prevent
themselves from various risk factors, driving for movement in provincial level or sub -
region including seeking ways to encourage for participation and sustainable
collaboration between organizations, agencies and individuals in the area that included
education institutes, government organization, NGOs, and public organization in child
and youth development in such area and to give recommendations on policy that lead to
national and regional level strategies on increasing child and youth development
efficiency This research used secondary data recording following 3 indicators, total 18
components, 51 items, includes health, education, and social problem aspects from the
related agencies and primary data from primary — higher education level child and
youth, total 35,826 persons, together with by — case or regional — case study on
positive or negative behaviour of child and youth.

Research result found that :

Child and youth srtuation, health risk found that junior high school, senior high school,
vocational study, and higher education study students have thought of making surgery
in the percentage of 19.40/29.26/27.48, and 30.82 respectively. Primary school, junior
high school, senior high school, vocational study, higher education students serious

that caused vomit or non — sleep in percentages of 24.02/25.65/35.71/32.13, and 40.80



respectively. Watching TV/VDO/VCD regularly in percentages of 67.56/69.32/64.84/61.30,
and 52.67 and spent 166.76/151.62/147.22/152.24, and 148.54 (minutes per day),
respectively. Child attempted to suicide / succeed suicide (per 100,000 populations)
overall (0 — 25 yrs.) percentage of 18.83/3.72 , whereas child age S 18 yrs. is 16.68/2.20
and child age 19 — 25 years is 23.98/6.89 percents. The percent age per 100,000
populations injured / dead from motorcycle accident of the children was 1,101.50/28.80
Risk factor of the child found that regular learning absent students rate of primary
school, junior high school, senior high school, vocational study, higher education
students in percentages werel.19/0.78/1.76/2.21, and 2.09 ; duplicate of homework or
exam ih percentages were 33.83/53.34/75.04/64.20, and 59.96 ; feel very safe in going
to school, college, and university in percentages were 38.22/21.39/25.87/20.64, and
21.24 ; immediately refire in percentages were 1.59/2.70/0.57/5.64, and 6.45 ; change
their school in percentages were 2.02/3.35/1.39/1.14, and 0.94. Social risk for child found
that regular night play of primary school, junior high school, senior high school,
vocational study, and higher education students were 1.33/2.16/3.95/5.52, and 6.79 ;
regular shopping in department store were (in percentages) 11.68/12.92/15.23/11.95, and
16.70 respectively. Possibility of junior high school, senior school, vocational study, and
higher education students to have sex relation before finished education in percentage
were 5.33/6.17/11.15, and 10.02 ; accepts of living together before married in percentage
were 24.57/37.32/51.58, and 60.55 ; having homosexual friend in percentage were
41.04/52.27/32.73, and 37.35 and average number of 2.33/2.83/2.13, and 2.08 (persons).
The elementary school, junior high school, senior high school, vocational study, and
higher education students consult personal problem with friends in percentage were
15.66/22.75/33.37/25.75, and 26.25 ; consult personal problem with teachers in
percentage were 12.97/10.49/8.73/9.98, and 10.29 ; will return to work in the province
studied in percentage were 53.25//37.68/40.76/38.35, and 45.03 ; occasionally to
regularly plays card in percentage were 13.49/21.70/30.97/33.71, and 31.52 ; occasionally
to regularly gamble football game in percentage were 7.44/11.02/16.67/17.08, and 15.82 ;
being occasionally to regularly a football gambling dealer in percentage were
3.67/3.22/4.46/5.61/6.41 ; occationally to regularly purchase under ground lottery in

percentage were 3.65/5.77/9.77/14.59, and 22.18 ; occasionally to regularly purchase of



lottery in percentage were 7.93/7.95/8.25/13.53, and 21.21 ; found in school drug taking
in percentage were 7.34/10.41/11.00/13.98, and 15.54 ; found carrying weapon in school in
percentage were 21.79/27.52/28.50/26.64, and 23.07 ; extorted in school in percentage
were 7.05/8.16/6.97/5.74, and 7.66 ; harmed at school in percentage were
21.14/17.82/19.65/14.36, and 13.77 ; thought of the very corruption our country faced in
percentage were 43.93/52.05/69.04/60.25, and 64.12 ; married registration humber —
divorce number ratio was 4.16 : 1 ; per 100,000 persons, woman age 19 years and below
that delivered, overall age 10 — 14 years, and age 15 — 19 years were 431.44/106.60, and
761.27, respectively ; percentage Of children age 18 years and below have been
sex abused per 100,000 persons was 12.04; per students in percentage was
57.65;children received drug addict treatment per 100,000 persons was 191.32;good
area per 100,000 population in the entire province/urban area were 102.35/76.33; risk
area per 100,000 population in entire province/urban area were 40.86/305.50; and
Internet shop quantity per 100,000 population was 18.71.

2) Problem that are child risk factors includes: studying depression,
associated with bad friend, provoked media, prevailing of drug and violent cases, free
sex in youth, and short way millionaire need. Constructive factors includes: education
institute/ construetive media, religion institute/ constructive area and family/
relative/sibling relationship.

3) pattern and ways for child and youth development was=bad removal, good
expansion, and immunity construct, ie. Qualitied family, education qualitied, qualitied
media, and qualitied area

4) Data and approach driving result for child development were:

4.1) There was an approach driving result for child development called
remarkable town / Tambon for children in Mahasarakham, Khonkaen, Yasothorn, Roi-et,
Surin, and Ubon Ratchathani provinces.

4.2) Ability of create “remarkable town /Tambon” approach for children.

4.3) Have had a driving activity called “child path” and continuously
operate in Mahasarakham and Ubon Ratchathani Provinces

4.4) Have had a driving activity in the name of “after study

home/activity” with different names such as Loei Province After study Home; Poothuod



Krusing After Study Home in Mahasaraham; After study Garden of Banduone school,
Mahasarakham ; After study Garden of Banduone school, Mahasarakham Basic Education
Office Area2. Multiple ages classroom, Ban Menyai school, Mahasarakham Basic Education
office Area 1; Yaihouse Free Learning Plece, Phayakkhaphoompisai District,
Mahasarakham Province; and Toom-home-look-lai center, Ban Laoting,Roi-et Province.

4.5) Joined the activities arrangement with Drug control Office, Regional
4 to develop the appropriate “after study activities” in each province under Drug
Control Office responsible, total 11 provinces.

5) Recommendation on policy level, from provincial recommendations synthesis
found that targeting approach should be defined namely: to have qualitied education,
qualitied family , qualitied area, and qualitied media and also have integrity operation
with agencies by “bad removal,good expansion,and with immunity that have move

efficiency.
