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There remained a large portion of population in poverty condition who could not
access to food. During the process of economic development, many industrial parks have
been established a lot people have migrated from rura to urban areas for working in
industrial parks. However, most of them have low level of education and thus low incomes.
They have problems in accessing to food. As Vietnam is alow-income country, people much
care about food availability. While food availability is currently met, food safety becomes a
crucial issue, especially for the high income people. Vegetables and pork are two main foods
for Viethamese people.

Objectives of Study was to explored each dimension of food security : food
availability , sustainability , accessibility and safety

There were 5 topics in this study: (1) Food security of Vietnam until 2030 (2)
Accessibility to food of poor farm households in Dong Thap, Long An and An Giang
Provinces , Ho Chi Minh City and Industrial Park (3) The unsafe use of chemicals for
vegetable production in Bien Hoa City, Dong Nai Province (4) Monitoring system of pork
disease in Dong Nai Province and (5) estimation and forcasting of demand and supply . The
model is also simulated based on different assumed scenarios. Primary and secondary data
were used. Total calories intake and calories demand are the main variables of study. The
study focused on the chemicals used by farmers such herbicides that may harm consumers.

The results of study showed that domestic food supply already exceeds domestic
demands and there is surplus for exports and by simulation techniques, the food security in
Vietnam at the national level is not the problem until 2030. Three important factors
influencing food security are planted paddy land, productivity and post-harvest lost. If the
country would like to remain a rice-exporting country until 2030, controlling the conversion
of paddy land into other purposes; increasing paddy productivity and reducing post-harvest
lost are potential and necessary.

The food accessibility of poor farm households and poor worker households is till a
serious problem. The case study showed that 72.5% of poor households was suffering the
problem of food shortage In general, meals of surveyed households do meet demand for
carbohydrate but don’t for other nutrition such as protein . Factor explaining was low
incomes caused by limited family resources (land and capital) and labor demand and unstable
jobs.

Food safety is aso the problem of food security in Vietham. It was found that
vegetable production in areas studied was unsafe that harms consumers’ health. The over-
dosed use and short duration from praying to harvesting are popular and not controlled. The
estimation results prove that farmers with low education level, less experience and non-
participating agricultural extensions and selling product to free markets tended to over-dosed
use of chemicals in vegetable production. So did the pork production in Dong Nai Province.
It was easily affected by viruses that harm people consuming it. The study also recognized
that poor knowledge and perception and existence of asymmetric information of meat safety



are main reasons for unsafe pork in the market. Moreover, ineffective management system is
also considered as the other reason for unsafe pork.

In order to keep food security at the national level until 2030, minimizing the
increase in demands is an important strategy such as continuing controlling population
growth, reducing loses post-harvest and controlling exports. Keeping land for paddy
production is the first priority. Developing dry-land paddy production should be encouraged
to substitute for losing wet-land paddy. Moreover, reducing the problem of converting paddy
land for urbanization should be taken into account. The decisive strategy is keeping
increasing paddy productivity by more investments.

For poor households to access enough food, the government supports are needed.
Creating jobs for poor people in rural areas is one of important supports. Improvement in the
perception of households in alocation of their incomes is necessary measure to help poor
people overcome their food shortage. Improving infrastructure system in tough condition
rural areas to help the poor access to markets will create better opportunity to increase their
incomes.

In order to minimize the problem of unsafe food, the government should intervene not
only in production but also in markets. Trainings for farmers and controlling chemical retails
must be done.
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
