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This research was aimed to develop area-based networking research and development to

promote History Subject Learning at Prathom Suksa 4-6 Levels in Chiang Mai Province Schools.

There are Four sectors which constitute the network : (1) bureaucratic force, (2)
academic force, (3) area-based networks force, and (4)The Thailand Research Fund (TRF).

The Four sectors actively support and promote history learning in different respects.

Bureaucracy Force

In response to her Majesty the Queen’s remarks, the office of Thailand Research Fund as
well as the Ministry of Education laid down certain policies where by state-run schools are
required to observe by undertaking history instruction as a separate subject at least one hour per

week. The policies have been effective since 2009.
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Academic Force

1. Curriculum Aspect The research resulted in three types of curriculum.

(1) “Suandok Model” In this model, the first semester (20 hours) is devoted to national
history while the second semester is devoted to local history (8-10 hours) and community history
(10-12 hours).

(2) “Ta-satoi Model” Forty hours comprise one academic years. Both the first and the
second semester (40 hours) are devoted to national history with additional 20 hours of local and
community history.

(3) “Anubal Chiang Mai Model.” In this model, the first semester (20 hours) is devoted
to national history (14 hours) and six hours of local history. Similarly, in the second semester,
fourteen hours are devoted to nation history and six hours to community history.

2. Core Curriculum Each school is requited to teach core history, which is the history

of each province. The researchers have created Chiang Mai history contents for Prathom Suksa 4-
6 levels, all within the curriculum indicators framework and three types of media : Teacher’s
Manual ; Three supplementary DVDs ; and two comic books.

3. Community History Curriculum Moreover, a team of researcher and lecturers have

promoted guidelines in which history can be integrated and incorporated into other disciplines
such as mathematics, science, water quality assessment of water sources near the school, art
history, and architectural styles of buildings near the school. This attempt brings about historical

awareness and integrative learning environment.

Area-Based Networks Force
1. This research has been acknowledged by Chiang Mai University and CMU.offered
an opportunity for the researchers to showcase their research outcomes on the
seventh CMU Acadamic Day,2011
2. The Faculty of Medicine, Chiang Mai University published the research team’s book

on Historical Learning Sources/Sites on Suthep Road and also provided the meeting

venue.
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The Faculty of Engineering, Chiang Mai University published our book on Wat Pa

Daeng Maha Vihar : Past, Present and Future and provided the meeting venue as

well.

The Faculty of Education, Chiang Mai University provided its website space
(http://llen.edu.cmu.ac.th) as well as the meeting venue for the Project launching and
closing.

Office of Chiang Mai Primary Education Service Area One helped coordinate with
the schools under its jurisdiction and hosted meetings where all the schools in Office
of Chiang Mai Primary Education Service Area One are involved .

Chiang Mai City Municipality helped coordinate with schools under its jurisdiction
to provide the meeting venue and hosted the related meetings.

Chiang Mai Provincial Administrative Organization also helped coordinate with the
schools, under its supervision.

The sang a community offered the meeting venue and some monks served as
meeting chairs at various schools.

The northern noble dignitaries and ICOMOS Thailand provided all the schools
involved with plenty of books.

Chiang Mai Province Governor, served as key note speaker on the Project closing
day.

The government sector such as Chiang Mai National Museum and National Archive,
places where historical records, evidence and artifacts are kept, served as learning
sources/sites for both teachers and students in the Project.

The private sector supported the production of CDs distributed on our website and
opened to the public its private buildings and properties for learning purposes and
provided the meeting venue.

The people’s sector such as the Sunday Bicycles, Chiang Mai Bicycles Network, etc.
supported the publication of self-learning manuals about historical sites as well as
serving as historical sites touring guides for teachers and students.

The media which include news agencies and radio station played an integral role

in publicizing and broadcasting our activities and programs.As a result, teacher and
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student were happier in class and gained more academically. Furthermore, a body of
Knowledge about community history has come to exist thanks to all the parties
involved. In addition educators, community members and the working committee
were so proud of their success. More importantly, school teachers were more
confident and were more equipped with teaching strategies and the students were
reported to have positive attitudes towards history.

Extension of Results: There are 5 levels.

1. At the Basic Education Level

1.1 School attached to Chiang Mai City Municipality and Chiang Mai Provincial
Administrative Organization.

1.2 Schools attached to the Office of Chiang Mai Primary Education Service Areal. The
Office hosted a meeting on June 17, 2011 for its 93 schools at the Holiday Garden Hotel, Chiang
Mai for the Project to extend its research results from 8 to all 93 schools.

1.3 The Office of Basic Education Commission, Ministry of Education OBEC organized
a meeting attended attend by its supervisors from all over the country. School administrators and
teachers from the central and eastern regions at the Max Hotel, Bangkok with the research team
suggested that the researchers and lecturers be speakers and leaders in conducting relevant
research.

2. At the Higher Education Level

The research team has been able to link the research process with the instructional
process in the Faculty of Education in undergraduate and graduate levels.
