process “Knowledge management”’ by gathering knowledge existing in scattered individuals to
develop and document a system The results showed that

1. The Implementation process of Public Participation in Prevention and Suppression for
Support of Staff Practice in three Southern Border Provinces of Thailand must take into account
the4 key themes, including warehousing.1) Prevention and suppression of crimes of public
officials to hold a peaceful means to establish trust by the attitude and behavior are too harsh
crackdown. 2) The integration of all agencies, both military police and administrative officials,
working in cooperation with all parties to work together well to achieve maximum efficiency and
public faith cooperation as well. 3) State officials to maintain the confidentiality and security of
the people to cooperate to the whereabouts of the criminals who commit crimes, including the
security of the family of the people that leads to the participation of the people even more. 4)
resolve the religious education and knowledge to the Buddhist and Muslim moved in the same
direction.

2. Barriers to the participation of the community in the prevention and suppression of
crime have concluded that the laws and regulations involved in the process some people tend
to look to the law is not conducive to the public for the public's lack of faith, Economic problems
troubleshooting in the area to make a better living opportunities for poor people actually have
better career and income, the problem of shortage of staff as operations officer of the security

issues to the people in the village budget to install CCTV in some areas of the three southern



border provinces, salaries are not enough to volunteer police officers, as well as the sincerity of
the state to the public to treat the public with fair accuracy not bully or bully people.

3. Factors affecting the participation of the community in crime prevention is the need to
give priority to public education, higher education as well to educate the public in the area to a
wider and more mainstream government policy requires that real faith conviction If we let him,
he will make our hearts If we deceive him, he would deceive us as well The principle involved
is the head of the government must be to participate in the study such as directing the police to
cooperate with the sheriff involved with people in the area including organizations policy level
and the village level need to support participation and build participation in grassroots(local

people) and their family to make the participation of the public truly

Policy Suggestions are as follows

1) Government should be more strategic in terms of the public aware of the various
issues involved, such as providing opportunities for offenders returning to the community, to
provide an opportunity for public comment, to provide the public with a better understanding of
the mission and duties of state agencies to treat and help offenders

2) Encourage the private sector, local governments took part in operations in
government agencies such as participation in the comments or join the committee activities to
the public, including the media to focus on the influence of the community in various fields.

3) Should be prepared to engage the community to create a better understanding of
issues such as knowledge of the law, the mission of the prevention and suppression of crimes
of the state agency

4) Building knowledge related to the prevention and suppression of crime and the
public sector, for example, preventing crime, justice alternative, moral and ethical issues
including the exchange of learning by providing a platform speaker training villagers to build a
prototype network sector.

5) States should conduct research in education by exploring the standard of
education in the district and village seriously because of the study's three southern border
provinces revealed that there were problems between religious schools and ordinary schools
the leaders of the insurgents want the children in the community attended more religious school
than ordinary schools of the state it was found that when the school term in ordinary school
teacher is fired when the school holidays are burning, issues in education is an issue that

should be resolved immediately.
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
