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The Study of Ecotourism, Agrotourism and Art Cultural Tourism Potentials at

Uttaradit, Phrae, and Nan Province in the Lower Northern Part of Thailand

Abstract

The results showed that in Uttaradit, agricultural tourism destinations include
tropical fruit orchards such as durian, mangosteen, langsard, longon and coffee.
Ecology tourism includes Phusoidao National Park, Khlongtron National Park, Nan
River National Park, Sakyai Forest Park, Sirikit Dam, and Maepool Waterfall. Art and
cultural tourism was Wat Phar Borom That Thung Yang Buddha’s Relics temple, the
Monument of Phrayaphichai, Thammathipatai temple, Phra Phutthabatyukhon temple,
Phrafangsawangkhaburi Muneenat Temple, Thatanon temple, Bo Leknamphi and
Mueang Laplae.

The survey on the supply sides found that entrepreneurs were restaurant
business, resident, shop, and rental service respectively. The expense of tourists was
4,001-6,000 baht/service. Souvenir, unique product, local food, shopping area, walking
street were often enquiry requested. The tourists were crowed on the weekend and
holidays mostly in December, January and February.

The survey on the attitude of tourists found that tourists were 5 times
sightseeing experience, 1 day maximum stay, 1 accompany person, driving own vehicle
while maximum staying at hotels for 1 nights, relative house for 2 nights, and natural
parks for 1 night, a preference for historical tourism along with relaxation and general
travel purposes, and receiving tourism information through relatives. The main reason
for no staying was convenient transportation and short distance from their habitat.

In Phrae, Agricultural tourism sites included the Horticulture Research Centre
Phrae, Mohom Community Enterprise, Ban Thunghong and Pheamerpee. Ecology
tourism destinations were Maeyom National Park, Wiangkosai National park, Mae-jok Hot
Springs, DoiPhaklong National Park, Mount Coral, Erawan Cave and Hoylong Waterfall.

Art and cultural tourism events and locations were Songkran Festival, Komon Old Fabric



Museum, Lilitphralo Cultural Park, Khum Chao Luang, Ban Patubjai, Khum Wongburi,
Sridonkham temple, Phrathatsuthon Mongkhonkhirisamakkhitham temple, Pranon
Temple, Salang temple, Phrabatmingmuang temple, Loungtemple, Phrathatchohae, and
Doileng temple.

The survey on the supply sides found that entrepreneurs were restaurant
business, resident, shop, and rental service respectively. The expense of tourists was
2,000-4,000 baht/service. Souvenir, unique product, local food, shopping area, walking
street were often enquiry requested. The tourists were crowed on the weekend and
holidays mostly in November, December, January and February.

The survey on the attitude of tourists found that tourists were 1 times
sightseeing experience, 1 day maximum stay, 4 accompany person, driving own vehicle
while maximum staying at hotels for 1 nights, relative house for 2 nights, and natural
parks for 1 night, a preference for historical tourism along with relaxation and general
travel purposes, and receiving tourism information through relatives. The main reason
for no staying was convenient transportation and short distance from their habitat.

In Nan, Agricultural tourism were Phuphayak Royal Uplands Agricultural
Development Station, Phufa Development Center, Green algae (Kai), and Wang Phrai Si
Thong Orange Orchard. Ecology tourism included places such as Khunnan National Park,
Khunsathan National Park, Doi Phukha National Park, Thumsakern National Park,
Nanthaburi National Park, Maecharim National Park, Sinan National Park, and Doiphachu.
Art and cultural tourism destinations include Ban Phrakeid Museum, Suantan temple,
traditional Nan boat racing, Phumintemple, Chang Kham Worawihan temple, Hua Kuang
temple, Phrathatchahe temple, Phrathatkhaonoi temple, Si Phanton temple,
Mingmuang temple, Boonyeun temple, Nongbua temple, Nan Riverside Art Gallery, the
National Museum, Boklua Salt Well, and Kasiblukmuangnan.

The survey on the supply sides found that entrepreneurs were restaurant
business, resident, shop, and spa respectively. The expense of tourists was 2,000-4,000
baht/service. Souvenir, unique product, local food, shopping area, walking street and
tour guide were often enquiry requested. The tourists were crowed on the weekend
and holidays mostly in December, January and February.

The survey on the attitude of tourists found that tourists were 1 time sightseeing
experience, 3 day maximum stay, not informed accompany person, driving own vehicle

while not informed staying place, a preference for natural tourism along with relaxation
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and general travel purposes, and receiving tourism information through brochure and
tourist information. The main reason for no staying was convenient transportation and
short distance from their habitat.

Policy recommendations were created through stake holder collaboration with
tourism management, investment support for SME, sustainable tourism development,
infrastructure development for foreigner and Thai tourists, service and souvenir
development for tourism, human resource development for tourism, tourist business
and guide registration offices in this region, year-round tourism promotion, tourism
quality and standards, aggressive marketing and branding strategies, and tourism
research such as tourist behavior, tourist attitude, tourism marketing, tourism promotion,

hospitality service and tourism management.
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
