Abstract

Study and Forecast Social Economic Changes and Environmental Impacts for Devotes
to Dawei Economic Zone Program focused on study and forecast impacts from the Dawei
Special Economic Zone (DSEZ) development project, Myanmar, in 4 dimensions included
economy, logistics and infrastructure, environment, and laws. The result showed the DSEZ
development project will be based on the delayed case, at least 5 years delay, and the
project may never has been completed as planning. Due to tardiness of DSEZ project itself,
of Amata Industrial estates, and of new town settlement at Myanmar border. However, the
completion of DSEZ project in the future will promote many industries included labor-
intensive industry, natural related industry, consumer product industry, raw material and
parts industry and also industries which are considered as a missing link in the region such as
steel mill, raw material for hard disk drive and raw material for integrated circuit industry.
These industries will be a drive factor of border town establishment in Ban Phu Nam Ron.
The border town has 3 stages of development; Border Flow which is a beginning phrase and
has been forced by border trade, Industrial Border Town which is a changing phrase and has
been forced by border industrial estates, Logistic Border Town which is evident
transformation phrase and has been forced by logistic integration. The research program
supposed appropriate sites and direction of the border town expansion, which concerning of
resources limitation, environmental capacity, and infrastructure availability, as geographic
information. Moreover, the study carried out expected legal problems arise out of town
development and the problem solutions have been introduced for sustainable

development.
