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Abstract

The objectives of the research on “A Model for Developing English Teachers’
Potentials in the 21" Century Learning Management through Integrative Network of
Primary Schools in Muangpan District, Lampang Province” were threefold;-1) to analyze
body of knowledge concerning the development of learning management; 2) to develop
style of learning management ; and 3) to investigate the results of using style of learning
management in the 21" century by English teachers through integrative network of
primary Schools in Muangpan District, Lampang Province. A sample was selected from
school administrators, English teachers from twelve primary schools, English Major students
from the Faculty of Education, Lampang Rajabhat University, master teachers, and school
supervisors from Lampang Primary Educational Service Area Region 3 with the total
number of thirty people altogether. Researchers administered the pretest and posttest
with the English teachers and distributed the questionnaire on their knowledge,
satisfaction and application of knowledge gained after participating in the  training
activities. Moreover, the questionnaire on the performance of integrative network of the
English teachers as perceived by people concerned who were also network members was
distributed. The statistics used consisted of descriptive statistics by means of frequency
distribution, percentage, mean and standard deviation. Descriptive analysis was applied

with qualitative data.

The research findings were as followed:-

1. English teachers with the percentage of 93.33 gained higher marks from the
posttest after participating in a training on English teaching techniques. They became more
knowledgeable and clear about English teaching techniques than before taking part in the
training with the highest mean score (X =4.53). They were satisfied with the launching of
the training with the high mean score (X =4.40). The application of knowledge gained from

the training with their students was also with the high mean score ( X =4.32).

2. The implementation of the network was satisfactorily successful and useful
with the high mean score ( X =4.46).



3. The body of knowledge relevant to the development of learming management
in the 21" century of English teachers at the primary schools in Muangpan District,
Lampang Province was characterized as knowledge management(KM), the sharing of
English teaching techniques to develop teachers’ instructional skills, informal
conversations, and the use of information technology to enhance the construction of the

body of knowledge among members of the network.

4. The model for learning management in the 21" century of English teachers
through integrative network of primary schools in Muangpan District, Lampang Province
was the one that the target group collaboratively designed what was suitable for their
needs by using various instructional media, specifically the use of the long distant TV
programs via the satellite. Moreover, they emphasized the use of teaching techniques and
supplementary activities to enhance students’ learning, such as authentic performance,
Total Physical Response(TPR) technique, and English camp activities.

5. It was found from the results of using the model for learning management in
the 21° century of the English teachers through integrative network of primary schools in
Muangpan District, Lampang Province that the implementation of the integrative of English
teachers as perceived by people concerned who were also members of the network was
at the high mean score( X =4.46 ). When applying the model to the real situations, one
should be aware that the suitable duration to conduct the research should be in the first
semester since teachers are not assigned with heavy workload. However, when the
implementation of the model is set in the second semester, the increasing workload
intervened in the activities provided for the target group resulting in a decrease in making
informal conversations among the teachers. Thus, they opt for other alternative channels

though with less effectiveness.
