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Developing Students for the 21* Century Skills : by

Participatory Action Research : Case study at School
Under Loei Primary Educational Service Area Office
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ABSTRACT

The participatory action research (D-A-M-R cycle) entitled “Developing students for
the 21 century skills by participatory action research : a case study at schools under Loei
Primary Educational Service Area Office” which the research purposes were 1) to construct
the development approaches of students for the 21" century skills, 2) to perform the
development approaches, and 3) to evaluate the development approaches of students
for the 21St century skills. The research target consisted of 7 principals, 38 teachers, 441
students, 441 parents, 49 school board committee and 70 community leaders. The data
were gathered by focus group discussion, in-depth interview, observe and a questionnaire.
The qualitative data were analyzed by content analysis whilst the quantitative data were
analyzed to obtain frequency, percentage, mean and standard deviation. The model was
evaluated by the usefulness, feasibility, suitability and correctness criteria.

The result synthesized by the researcher were as follows :

1. The development approaches of students for the 21" century skills of Schools
under Loei Primary Educational Service Area Office was obviously found that : 1) the role
development of the school board committee, parents and community should realize their
roles, 2) teachers should be developed into the analysis of individual learner, NT (Literacy,
Numeracy and Reasoning ability : LNR), O-NET and PISA Test, 3) teachers should be
developed into ICT literacy for learning management, 4) moreover, teachers should be
enhanced the leaming management of Project Based Leaming : PBL, 5) teachers should
enhance the students for ICT, 6) teachers should operate the professional learning
community (PLC), and 7) the principals should be instructional leadership And found that
sub-project development approaches focused on their context, Kangian network school
focused on work based learning skills (WBL), Ban Nhongdokbua school focused on
information technology and computer skills (ICT), Jiarawanon-utis 4 focused on developed
thinking ability based learning. And Ban kang kleng school focused on philosophy of
sufficiency economy base learning for students development.

2. The operate of the draft of the development approaches was clearly revealed
that the average of the achievement of Prathomsuksa 3 students’ NT and Prathomsuksa
6’s O-NET was higher than last year. The higher average of the 21% century skills
developed were.1) the critical thinking and problem solving, 2) the creativity and
innovation, 3) the collaboration, teamwork and leadership, 4) the communications,
information and media literacy, 5) the computing and ICT literacy and 6) career skill.



3. For the evaluation of the development approaches, the result evidently showed
that the overall aspect of the evaluation was found at a high level. By aspect found that
the usefulness was the highest mean. Besides, the students’ satisfaction survey was

indicated that their self confidence and assertiveness which was found at the highest level..
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
