Abstract

The research was aimed to develop a learning management model for student quality
development in accordance with the basic educational standards among schools in western region of
Thailand. Research procedure involved 1. the study of causal model of learning management using a
questionnaire, which included the sample of 400 teachers from the western region; 2. the development
of learning management model using documentary study, in-depth interview, and focus group discussion,
which included key informants of 20 school administrators, teachers, and parents; 3. the development of
learning activities using participatory action research, which included key informants of 36 teachers and
students of Primary school, and 23 teachers and students of Secondary; and 4. the study of guidelines
for learning management by organizing a critical forum of 42 participants. Quantitative analyses
employed descriptive statistics and structural equation modeling, and qualitative analysis used inductive
conclusions.

Research results revealed that: 1. Educational environment and educational network had direct
influences on learning management at 0.01 level of significance, and also indirect influences on student
quality at significant level. Leaning management significantly and directly influenced student quality.
Administration insignificantly and indirectly influenced student quality. 2. The western region schools’
learning management model for student quality development in accordance with the basic educational
standards (WEST(L)EARN model) contains the components of innovative creativity skills, ICT skills,
language and communication skills, and vocational preparedness skills, with requirements on educational
standards, educational environment, teacherness, intellectual network, and learners. 3. Guidelines for
learning management to develop student quality at educational in western region comprises: 1) policy
level, i.e. creating equal educational opportunity, formulating stable policies, diversifying learning skills,
conducting flexible learner evaluation, and reducing subject groups redundancy; 2) institutional level, i.e.
changing educational management paradigm, developing educational personnel, developing integrated
curriculum, linking knowledge with community, arranging learning supportive environment, assigning
appropriate teaching burden, and supporting classroom research; 3) teacher level, i.e. developing thinking
skill and self-directed learning, organizing project-based learning management, organizing system-based
learning management, creating learing atmosphere, and diversifying learner evaluations; 4) educational
network level, i.e. linking educational institution with external agencies, developing community as learning
source; 5) parents level, i.e. changing parents’ role for learning promotion; offering comprehensive
development of learners.
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
