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Abstract

The purposes of this research were to 1) study vital information about innovation in creative
learning in order to develop professions for teachers who work in the west of Thailand ; 2) create a model
of the innovation for the teacher professional development; 3) investigate an efficiency of the model; and
4) to evaluate the model. This study, obtained from a participatory action research, research and
development and mixed method, was divided into 4 phases involving with the mentioned objectives. The
sample consisted of 2 role-model schools : Tessabarn 1 Wat Nang Wang School (Saharat U-Thit) Ampawa
district, Samutsongkram province and Matthayomthanbinkampangsean School, Kampangsean district,
Nakhon Pathom province. The data was analyzed by mean, standard deviation, t-test and content
analysis.

The results were shown as follows:

1) According to studying the fundamental information, trends and theories used for developing
the model were Behaviorism, Participation theory, and Contemplative education as well as School-based
learning. Moreover, after reviewing literatures and interviewing, it was found that teachers required gaining
their self-development; they wished to be able to suitably apply their instructional aids for planning and
designing learning management with activities in order to increase students’ expected qualities.

2) The created model named “PD’CE Model” contained basic concept, principles, strategies,
context and input, procedure and implementation; furthermore, there were 6 stages: Perceive, Develop,
Design, Do, Criticize and Evaluate

3) After the model was utilized, it showed as these followings:

3.1 In the case of the primary school or Tessabarn 1 Wat Nang Wang School (Saharat U-
Thit), exclusives and teachers cooperated to design the innovation in creative learning named “2R3C” and
the teachers used it for teaching afterwards. It was distributed into 5 stages: Reflexive (R), Construction (Q),
Communicate (C), Reflection (R) Consent (C). After using this innovation with “My House” lesson, the fifth
grade students’ proficiency was higher significantly at the level of 0.05.

3.2 In terms of the secondary school or Matthayomthanbinkampangsean School, just
teachers generated the innovation. It was called “PAR2C” including 5 stages which differed from the
above, that is, Prepare (P), Aware (A), Reflect (R), Construct (C) and Crystallize (C). After using it with
“Interesting Economics” lesson, the seventh grade students’ proficiency was higher significantly at the
level of 0.05.

4) Teachers’ satisfaction on using the model for professional development was rated at the high
level; when the researchers carried on lesson learned visualizing, it revealed that the innovation of each
school was various. This depended on the context of each school, education; however, continuous
collaboration of the exclusives and teachers was the most important factor which could affect the
achievement of the model development.
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
