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ABSTRACT

The objectives of this research were to investigate the types of difficulty of the
students with learning disabilities, the teachers’ knowledge of teaching the Thai language
to the students with learning disabilities, Thai language teaching modification and
accommodation strategies for learning disability students in elementary inclusive
classrooms, problems and suggestions for developing instructional management skills for
the students with learning disabilities. The subjects were fifty—four school administrators,
thirty—four Thai language teachers in the inclusive classrooms ,and thirty-six students
with learning disabilities from eighteen leading inclusive schools each of which are under
Chiang Mai Primary Educational Service Area Office 1-6 .

The research instruments included an interviewing form for the school
administrators, and the Thai language teachers of learning disability students, a
questionnaire on the knowledge involving the Thai language teaching in the elementary
inclusive classrooms, a teaching behavior observation form, and a student observation
form for learning disabilities in reading and writing. The data obtained were analyzed
using frequency, percentage, mean, standard deviation and the interpretative analysis.

The research findings were as follows :

1. Most of the learning disability students in elementary inclusive classrooms
had the reading difficulties in the letters including vowels and tone marks, rhythm, and
others; whereas, those in writing were the letters including vowels and tone marks, ways

of writing, writing styles, and others



2. Most of the Thai language teachers in the elementary inclusive classrooms
had the knowledge of the Thai language teaching in the elementary inclusive classrooms
related to the learning theories, teaching and learning guidelines, modifications and
accommodations at a moderate level.

3. Most of the Thai language teachers in the elementary inclusive classrooms
used the accommodation strategies in the teaching and learning procedure for the
classroom management ;for example, reviewing the learned experience before the new
lesson started, speaking slowly, clearly and naturally during the lecture, and summarizing
the main points of the lesson. However, the modification strategies in contents, measurement
and evaluation were not found during observation.

4. Most of the teachers in the elementary inclusive classrooms had the
problems of learning disability screening, lacking the knowledge of special education,
suitable teaching methods and techniques, the cooperation of the learning disability
students’ parents and their attitude toward the learning disabilities of the children , and
the school environment. They suggested that there be special education experts giving
advice if needed ,and the workshops on effective teaching models used in the inclusive
classrooms, and teaching aid production be organized. Besides that, Network Center for
Special Education Teachers’ Development should be founded in Faculty of Education,
