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This research aimed at 1) investigating factors affecting English learning
outcomes of primary Islamic private school students in three southern border
provinces of Thailand, 2) studying relations between English learning outcomes and
their various factors, and 3) exploring patterns, methods, and guidelines to improve
their English learning outcomes. Data collection included all related school persons;
administrators of the Office of Private Education, schools administrators, English
teachers, parents, and grade six students. The sample used in this research was
purposively chosen from 6 schools in Pattani, Yala, and Narathiwat with the highest
and lowest scores of Ordinary National Educational Test (O-Net). Interviews,
questionnaire, classroom observations and students’ essays were used as research
tools.

Quantitative findings indicated multiple relations of 4 factors: learners,
parents, teachers, and teaching and learning management, with students’ English
learning outcomes that the teacher factor was positively related to students’ English
learning outcomes in the highest level while the teaching and learning management
factor came for the second place. It was negatively related to students’ English
learning outcomes. Both were at .01 statistically significant levels. The parent factor
and the learner factor were positively related to students’ English learning outcomes
for the third and the forth places, respectively. They were the lowest two factors
related to students’ English learning outcomes at .05 statistically significant levels.

Qualitative findings showed that policy and the administration factor of the

Office of Private Education and schools were related with the above quantitative
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data towards the teacher factor and the teaching and learning management factor.
The curriculum used was not consistent with the need of community and parents
under the Islamic private school context. The English textbook used lacked the use
analysis and evaluation. Teachers’ development and improvement were not
consistent with their need. They lacked continual and systematic evaluation.
Educational technology and English teaching materials were insufficient. The area and
cultural context of the three southern border provinces which Malay and Arabic are
the language schools gives more importance than English, it affected to concepts
and concern for teacher improvement and development. Teachers lacked teaching
and learning management emphasized on communicative approach as well as
lacked various approaches, methods and techniques of teaching. In addition they
could not fulfill students” motivation in English language learning. Learner factor and
parent factor were not the main factors affecting students’ English learning

outcomes.
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
