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This study aims to explore English teaching management and to identify the
problems of the management in Chinese Foundation Schools in three southernmost
provinces of Thailand. The samples were 312 students (218 grade 6 students, 80 grade 9
students, and 14 grade 12 students) studying in the first semester of academic year 2015
and 17 teachers teaching English in 5 Chinese Foundation Schools which are Chong Hua
School (Pattani), Hua-Num Foundation School (Pattani), Bang Nara Witthaya School
(Narathiwat), Yalabamrungpadungpracha School (Yala), and Jongfa Foundation School
(Yala). The research instruments were a questionnaire and a semi-structure interview.
Percentage, mean, and standard deviation were used in data analysis.

The findings showed that, in terms of the subjects’ point of view towards the
states of English teaching management, the average score of educational resources was
the only one below 3.50 (3.38) in students’ point of view whereas the average score of
educational resource and student category was below 3.50 in teachers’ opinion (2.37 and
3.44, respectively). When the subjects from both groups were asked to identify 3 problems
in English teaching management, it was found that the most problematic problems from
students’ opinion were educational resources (27.2%), curriculum (12.8%), and teaching
materials (11.2%). On the other hand, teachers indicated the most problematic problems

were educational resources (41.2%), teaching materials (23.5%), and students (17.6%).
