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Abstract
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This research purposes to 1) study of study on carrying capacity of Community
Based Tourism (CBT) in 5 Southern Border Provinces (SBP, Satun, Songkhla Yala, Pattani and
Narathiwat), 2) study the element of tourism product of CBT in five SBP (Satun, Songkhla Yala,
Pattani and Narathiwat) and four States (Kelantan, Perak, Kedah and Perlis) of Malaysia, 3) create
the learning network of CBT in five SBP (Satun, Songkhla Pattani, Yala and Narathiwat) and four
States (Kelantan, Perak, Kedah and Perlis) of Malaysia, and 4) develop and promote CBT both of
SBP and Malaysia. This research was carried out by applying the qualitative method for
document research and field work conducting by survey, observation, in-depth interviews and
group discussion. The research findings showed that carrying capacity of CBT in 5 SBP were in
four key elements of carrying capacity standard without negative impact for the community and
tourists. However, to be sustainable development, it has to restrict the visitor numbers as
according to CBT’s carrying capacity standard the community should specify more conditions,
rules or criteria for actual management in accordance with the CBT standard in five SBP
effectively. The elements of tourism and CBT management standards in both five SBP and four
States of Malaysia were similar. However, they also were differed in ranking of some indicator
standards for example, the commmunity organizations of natural resource management, tourism
management agencies and regulations of community natural resources. The created CBT
network between those two regions has been being the knowledge management network
linking through an intermediary or federal agency. Therefore, the development and promotion
of CBT in five SBP and four states of Malaysia should be trip networks, experience exchanges,

CBT standard development, and actual cooperation creation.
