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Abstract
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The study of guidelines for developing the model of green tourism city in
Krabi Province aimed to study the general environment and policy of green tourism
in Krabi province, to study the readiness of social and culture, and Krabi citizens’
attitudes toward the livable city, and to apply the results in policy and practice
within Krabi province through the guidelines for developing the model of green
tourism city. This study used questionnaires to the data from 425 households in
Krabi, including in-depth interviews and focus groups with community leaders,
government officers, and tourism staffs in Krabi province.

The findings found that the indicators of green tourism city in this study were
partly adapted from the ASEAN clean tourist city standard for indicating the
significance of management toward cleanliness, city environment, and city plan
policy. So, Krabi provincial office, and city municipality have green tourism policy
through ‘Krabi Go Green’ which is the crucial policy of Krabi province. These offices
also develop the green tourism city action plan, and afforest in four corners of the
city in order to create green areas of Krabi. Moreover, Krabi citizens about 84.20
percents perceive about the development of livable city to support green tourism,
and most of them have the positive attitudes toward the development of Krabi
province to be livable green tourism city (Mean = 4.09). They also would like to
develop Krabi to be livable city in tourist perspectives — be perceived from tourists
as lovely and generous people. With the guidelines for developing the model of
green tourism city, the most samples focus in environment factors; e.g. city plan,
waste, sewage at the highest level of importance. Tung Yee Peng community, Lanta
islands, where are plenty of natural, cultural and way of local life resources, is ready
to be driven as the green tourism city, and is chosen as the community model. The
main guidelines are the community collaboration as a local organization, persuading
members with self-sufficiency, reducing consumption from external resources,
reducing the carbon dioxide emissions from material or product transportation, and
cooperating to develop eco-friendly tourism activities, and household landscape
development project. For the guidelines in economics, stakeholders should develop
and support Tung Yee Peng community as the green kitchen of Lanta islands to

produce organic food and seafood for green tourism.
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
