This project was a trend toward preservation and plan for improving the
historical sites in Nan province. The aims were to explore and record the historical
information of conflict among different political doctrines and to encourage people
to seek the solutions in restoring the historical sites for preservation and
development them to be the one of tourism attraction in Nan province. From the
study of historical and anthropolosgical results showed that Communist Party of
Thailand were extended and laid the foundation into the North Thailand, specially,
backcountry where was a difficulty of controlling by government. Moreover, the
armed group was established around the frontier between Laos and Nan province by
Communist terrorists who infiltrated on February 26th, 1967 as “Gunfire’s Day”. The
Communist terrorists fought with governmental soldiers at Tung Chang District in Nan
Province. After that, the fighting was largely extended to other areas, and then the
trauma and agony of fighting affected on people, governmental police and soldiers.
In 1980, the “66/23” Policy by Field Marshal Prame Tinnasulanon was used as
“development” to lead “soldiers” for converting the terrorists to be “Thai
Developer”. As results, this information could be connected to produce a historical
site map for representing the political doctrine conflict through the information of
tradition and culture, also, the knowledge while surviving in the forest area. These
were used for planning and improving the Soldiers’ Museum at Tung Chang District
via community’s participation, additionally, the printing media was produced for new
generations to see causes and effects of solving conflict problems by peaceful

means, respectively.
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
