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Abstract
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The research is about the study in the element of tourism product of
Community based tourism in five Southern border provinces (Satun, Songkhla, Pattani,
Yala and Narathiwat) which are bordered Malaysia. The aims of this study are to study
the potentials of tourism products, tourism services, accessibility, and to propose the
guidelines of potential development on tourism product, tourism service, infrastructure
and safety in ten communities of five southern border provinces. They are named as
follow 1) Ba Kan Yai Community 2) Khuan Pho Community in Satun province 3)
Klongdaen Community (Buddhist way) 4) Ban Tha Hin Community (Node-Na-Le way) in
Songkhla province 5) Bang Pu Community 6) Sai Khao Community in Pattani province
7) Chulabhorn Pattana 9 8) Chulabhorn Pattana 10 in Yala province 9) Wat Cholthara
Singhe and 10) Chulabhorn Pattana 12 in Narathiwat province. Documentary research,
field survey, and depth-interview were used to collect the data. The survey was
conducted to determine significant indicators of tourism attraction potentials (which
were related to uniqueness, interpretation, tourism activities, safety and environmental
management) and tourism services (which were on tourist information,
accommodations, restaurants, souvenirs and local guide). The results revealed that
tourism products were found into three types of tourist attractions; mountainous area,
plain area and coastal area. Tourism activities were revealed culture, lifestyle and
history which were relevant to community based tourism. Every community has been
developed in the context of infrastructure, however interpretation signs in tourism
were barely visible. For tourism services, homestay-community resort, local food,
souvenirs made from local materials and local guide were noticeably highlighted. On
the other hand, nearly all communities were lack of accessibility in public transport.
Whereas Klongdaen Community, Chulabhorn Pattana 10 and Sai Khao Community
were indicated on the highest potential level of tourism attractions and tourism
services respectively, they should be paying more attention to the safety, and the

environmental management. For Community based tourism in five southern border



provinces, these should be promoted into the designed area for multicultural learning
of the country. Furthermore, Muslim tourism should be upheld due to the potentials

of human resource and local resources.
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
