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Abstract

The purposes of the research entitled guideline of tourism development in
the area of the Upper Greater Mekong Sub-region (5 Chiangs) were: 1. To study the
tourism route 2. To examine the problems and obstacles in the tourism and 3) To
propose the guidelines of tourism development in the area of the Upper Greater
Mekong Sub-region (5 Chiangs). The study area was Chiang Mai and Chiang Rai,
Thailand and Luang Prabang (Chiang Thong), Luang Prabang Sub-District, Lao People's
Democratic Republic, Chiang Tung, Shan State, the Republic of the Union of Myanmar
and Xishuangbanna (Chiang Rung) and Yunnan Province, the People's Republic of
China.

The data collection was done by using tourism routes survey as well as in-
depth interviews, meetings and small group forum in domestic and international. It
was found that there were tourist attractions and tourism resources which were
outstanding in food culture, architecture, lifestyle, art, wisdom and diverse ethnic
groups including fertile natural resources, appropriate diversity of physical
characteristics for tourism activities and it led to the connection and economic
distribution between the famous cities and secondary tourist cities. (5Chiangs).

However, the problems and obstacles in tourism were mostly found in some
areas. There were limitations in terms of public relations, tourism facilities,
transportation, route, safety systems, etc. Whereas, traveling across the border, it was
found that there were limitations of public traffic system, the period of time of
opening and closing the border, and limitation of checkpoint access. As for the
Airport Formality, it was found that there were imitations of the process of bringing
vehicles into the border checkpoint, limitations of tourists who travelled by
themselves, doing boarding pass and Visa card and the immigration process.

In addition, the study result on the guideline of tourism development in the
area of the Upper Greater Mekong Sub-region (5 Chiangs), it was found that the
development of tourism has been achieved with 5 elements; 1) the development of
creative marketing 2) accommodation tourism within the attractions 3) development
potential of human resources related to the tourism industry 4) development and
preparation of the main tourist attractions linking to the secondary tourist attractions
5) development of tourists safety measures and 5) management of environmental
