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Abstract

This research study aims to 1) study tourism potential industry along the Mekong
River 2) to develop marketing strategies from tourist demand along the Mekong River 3)
to present tourism routes along the Mekong River 4) to present tourism development
guidelines along the Mekong River in Nong Khai and Bueng Kan provinces linking to the
Lao People's Democratic Republic. This study is synthesized from the studying of
potentiality of tourism supply and tourist demand along the Mekong River. Then, drafting
and testing the travel route, conducting the meeting for listening to the opinions of those
involved in tourism. And synthesize information to create guidelines for the development
of tourism potential on both sides of the Mekong River. According to studies, the research

results are found that:

1) tourism places in the study are plenty of potential and attractive sources
especially in Nong Khai and Vientiane Capital where there are popular tourism
destinations. However, Bueng Kan and Bolikhamxay are not famous for tourists. In addition,
all of study areas still face tourism capacity problems and infrastructure restriction to

support tourism on both quality and quantity.

2) Most of Thai and foreign tourists need natural attractions and cultural tourism
especially for Bolikhamxay province where tourists love to experience adventurous
tourism. This is under the distribution channels with the tourist information from the
recommendation of friends, relatives or acquaintances. Therefore, the related organization
should be creating a tourism marketing strategy that is considered a dual city. This focus
on teenagers and working people groups by giving importance and creating a beautiful

tourist attraction.

3) From the tourism route results, there is an appropriate route which can be
classified (1) Nong Khai linking to Vientiane Capital. There are 2 tourism routes which are
natural tourism routes: Tak Sua temple, Din Phiang Cave, Thanthong water fall, Sang thong
view point, and Thangon. For historical and cultural routes, there are Sala Keo Ku, Phochai
temple, Buddha Park, Pha That Luang, Patuxai and Haw Phra Kaew (2) Bueng Kan linking

to Bolikhamxay, there are 2 tourism routes which are natural tourism routes such as Wat

a-Hong Silawas, Phu Thok, Kamsomboon Beach, Tham Phra water fall, Dragon Cave, Cool
Pool, Nam Thuen River and Phutawen . For historical and cultural routes, there are Phu

Singh, Wat Photharam, Wat Phrabat Phonxan and Wat Phonxan Naga Nimit.

4) For potential tourism development guidelines in this area, should target on
integrated policy. The government sector should set up a clear regulation, accessibility,
infrastructure development, tourism advertisement, and support the development of
relevant personnel to have sufficient tourism capacity to accommodate tourists. For
private sector should take action about tourism activities, standard and virtual services,
having tourism activities throughout the year. In addition, for civil sector should maintain
the tourism resources to remain its beauty for sustainability in order to achieve the real

benefit in these areas.
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
