The research project: Development and Management of Cross-Border Tourism
between Thailand and Neighboring Countries aimed to study the fundamental
information and important components of tourism in Thailand border and neighbor
countries, to study problems and obstructions, including suidelines for solving those
problems in regarding to the development of tourism, to study to study problems and
obstructions, including suidelines for solving those problems in regarding to the
development of trade and investment in Thailand border and neighbor countries that
relate to products and services, and to demonstrate the guidelines for tourism
development and management in Thailand border and neighbor countries.
