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Abstract

This research is aimed at 4 reasons to study 1)infrastructures information and
important elements related to tourism of cross-border tourism between Thailand and
The Republic of the Union of Myanmar 2)Problems and obstacles and guidelines for
solving problems related to tourism development 3)Problems and obstacles as well as
guidelines for solving problems related to trade Investment that is linked to tourism
products and services; And 4) guidelines for developing and managing tourism of cross-
border tourism between Thailand and The Republic of the Union of Myanmar. Conduct
research with mixed research methods by reviewing literature Interviews and spatial
surveys.

The research found that Infrastructures information and important elements
related to tourism of cross-border tourism between Thailand and The Republic of the
Union of Myanmar, from the policy of pushing for the border checkpoint to be a
permanent checkpoint Myanmar Central Government Have a policy of "One State One
Boeder" only ,By Shan State, there is Tha Khilek checkpoint In contrast to Mae Sai
border, Karen State, there is a Myawaddy border. In contrast to Mae Sot,Ta Nao Sri
State,there are Kor Song islands. In contrast to Ranong border, Karen State, Mae Thami
House Opposite the Phu Nam Hot Which is a special case of the Dawei Deep Sea Port
Project but the Pha Jadee Sam Ong border, opposite Karen State and Singkhon border,
opposite the Ta Nao Sri government, which the Thailand government pushed for a
permanent border, still unable to continue.This is based on important factors from the
control of minorities. After the new government, Myanmar has changed the atmosphere
of trade, investment and tourism services to be able to connect with more Thailand
border checkpoints. Problems and obstacles to tourism development of the Thailand
border area and The Republic of the Union of Myanmar With the same image at every
border, including 1) facilities 2) Management 3) Customs regulations and 4) Security and
international cooperation as for the findings of each other border checkpoints, there are
differences according to the context. Terrain and status of different border checkpoints
Especially the permanent checkpoint That has developed infrastructure to support and
facilitate the border areas but not yet able to accommodate enough The relief zone is a
checkpoint waiting for infrastructure development. To support the upgrading to be a
permanent boder checkpoint in the future Some border checkpoints are closed and
there are no travels for tourists and citizens in both countries. For the study of tourism
behavior of tourists in the Mae Sai Mae Sot, Singkhon and Ranong border areas, there are
similarities. There are opinions on the border tourism elements of tourists in the

Thailand border area and The Republic of the Union of Myanmar in overall level only.



As for the problems and obstacles related to trade Investment that is linked to
tourism products and services of the Thailand border area and The Republic of the
Union of Myanmar has been found that, in the same way, all aspects are as follows: 1)
Lack of infrastructure development at the border areas and linking areas 2) Lack of
management of border areas together, And 3) delays in negotiations development
planning and the difficulty of trading and investment by way of solving problems related
to trade Investment linked to tourism products and services of the Thailand border area
with Myanmar Namely 1)he development of the infrastructure at the border checkpoints
and the interconnected areas 2) Management of border areas together 3) Creating
mechanisms Supervise and oversee the benefits associated with trade and investment in
order to reduce the risk of government policies that may affect entrepreneurs. And
d)cross-border industrial development help increase the cooperation atmosphere
between each other of both countries. Pushing to raise the level of international trade in
the future.

As for the guidelines for development and management of tourism in the border
areas of Thailand and the Republic of the Union of Myanmar, it was found that the key
factors for the success of tourism development and management in the Thai-Myanmar
border should proceed as well “Mechanism driving the openning of Thai-Myanmar
border” is the integration of 3 important mechanism.1) National mechanism it is the
integration of national mechanism from the private sector and related government
agencies. 2) Provincial mechanism by the Bordor Trade Subcommittee and Thai-Myanmar
Economic Zone working together to push relevant parties And 3) Bordor mechanism
which has working group form bordor related agencies working in coordination with the
Office of the National Economic and Social Development Council and committee on
Tourism Development Zone.ls working group together to push for opening border and
reviewing more open permanent border that establishing tourism development ane
management plan in the The Republic of the Union of Myanmar for future sustainability,
divided into 3 phases: 1)Short-term plan (1-2 Year) to carry out (1)development of
tourism cooperation, linking the Thailand border with Myanmar (2)Tourism development
and management of the Mae Sai border linking area Chiang Rai - Mandalay Myanmar (3)
Elevation of the Huai Ton Noon relief zone, Khun Yuam district, Mae Hong Son province
Is a permanent bordert to support trade expansion Investment and tourism of the
Thailand border with Myanmar 2)Medium term plan(3-5Year) to carry out(1)development
and management of tourism, linking areas of tourist destinations, islands Kor Song
islands, Myanmar and Ranong, and (2) the elevation of the Kew Pha Wok relief posture
Chiang Dao District Chiangmai Province Is a permanent checkpoint to support the
expansion of trade, investment and tourism of the Thailand border with Myanmar.And 3)

long-term plans (6-10 years) to proceed (1) Raising the level of cross-border tourism



cooperation between Thailand and Myanmar And sustainable linkage areas and (2) The
development and management of tourism resources in Thailand and Myanmar and
sustainable linkage areas.
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
