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Abstract

This research aimed to study the existing infrastructure and the tourists’s needs in the
five infrastructures: electricity, water supply, telecommunications, public transport and public
health. The quantitative and qualitative data were analyzed to evaluate the potential of the
infrastructures in each provinces. The results were presented in spider diagrams and color
intensity chart to identify the suggested improvement of the infrastructures for tourism route
between the lower northern part region 1 of Thailand and Danang of the Social Republic of
Vietnam along the East-West Economic Corridor (EWEC). It was found that the infrastructures
of the provinces in Thailand have the potential to support tourism in moderate level. Khon
Kaen province had the highest overall score. In general, provinces along the the EWEC had
the potential for tourism in good level. Our study showed that most tourists traveled by
private cars, because there was no public transport to the tourist attractions especially in the
countryside. Therefore, the main infrastructure that Thailand needs to improve to promote
and support tourism was public transport both land and air transport. The public transport
system could be linked from the bus station and the airport to the major tourist attractions

in each province to facilitate especially foreign tourists.
