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Abstract

The research project aimed to investigate and determine lavel of tourism
carrying carpacity (CC) using socio-phychological, socio-cultural, and economic factors
as the indicators (8 items). The research provides suggestions to monitor and
evaluate the numbers of tourists andtourism impact to Koh Yao Noi community base
tourism site, Phang Nga Province. Questionnaires were employed with a multiple
stage random sampling technique to collect data from 440 visitors and 340 local
people. The results showed that the the level of feeling of being crowded that the
visitors had was at 2 (out of 10). While local people rated their feeling of being
crowded at 0. Furthermore, the tourists and the hosts reported that the acceptable

numbers of visitors for Koh Yao Noi were 100 and 500 people, respectivety.

According to 8 indicators measuring carrying capacity related to socio-
psychological, socio-culture, and economic factors, it was found that only the
economic factor was found to be exceeding the carrying capacity level. In
conclusion, the research revealed that nowadays the number of visitors to the island
is below carrying and suitable number of visitors on Koh Yao Noi should be 903
persons at one time. Now the number of tourists does not impact more than is
acceptable. Therefore, it should be continually monitored and the impact evaluate
in order to forecast the situation and impact that may occur to make decisions in

future.
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
