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Abstract

Tourism sector is one of the most important sector, especially in most developing
countries, to play an important roles on, not only to stimulate economic growth, but also
to reduce inequality and promote better income distribution. This research project
construct a new framework that explain impacts of tourism sector on household level
which can be explained in 7 channels. Our results show that all 7 channels are not yet
effective for tourism sector to reduce poverty and inequality in household level. Balancing
tourism and non-tourism policies, which are 1) Enhancing economic benefit and ensuring
poor who should receive beneficial, 2) Improving impacts on livelihood in community
level.,, and 3) Enhancing participation and network among different stakeholders, should

be effective and mandatory tools for ensuring pro-poor and pro-inequality tourism.
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
