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Abstract

This research aims to study International Standards suitable for Thai coffee and the
Coffee Certification’s process according to International Standards to find ways to increase
trade opportunities for Thai coffee. The scope of this research is the northern region of
Thailand where farmer grows Arabica. This research studies by collecting data from literature
reviews, in-depth interviews and conducting focus group with those involved in coffee
supply chain and analyze data by using fishbone charts to analyze the relationships and
causes of problems for the preparation of standards and procedures for checking and
certifying coffee.

The results of research show Thailand have only a General Standard for coffee
certification which is not enough to export products to the partner countries according to a
study of a successful country in coffee exports: factor of success in export is preparation of
International Coffee Standards such as Organic standards, Fairtrade standards and Rainforest
standards and this research found that Organic agriculture standards are the basic standard
for preparation of Thai coffee standards according to International Standards. However, the
research found problems that affect the potential of Thai coffee growers in order to request
International Organic Coffee Certification consisting of (1) agricultural lack of access to
information (2) lack of availability of methods to enter organic coffee production (3)
coffee/documents/technology not ready and not enough and (4) lack of integration of all
sectors. This research presents the guidelines for increasing the ability of Thai coffee
competition for export. The guidelines are as follows: (1) support and develop/increasing the
efficiency of organic coffee production and increasing the quality of coffee for coffee growers
(2) develop access of international audit and certification processes (3) invest in research and
development (4) support and develop of marketing (domestic sand international) to link the
Global Value Chain (5) support the continuous industry of coffee and (6) establish a policy
to facilitate for production and trade coffee to increase trade opportunities for Thai organic

coffee growers.
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
