The old town of Songkhla is one of the seven old cities that have been approved in
accordance with the conservation guidelines. Developed according to government policy
to preserve values and cultural diversity including developing into a cultural tourist
attraction that reflects the uniqueness of the old town which has a distinctive historical
identity. There is a multicultural society and have a long relationship regardless of ethnic
differences Reflecting the way of life, traditions and traditions Combined with the image
of the old city that maintains its original beauty appropriately. That resulting in value is
unique to the area it also results in an architectural style that is consistent with the
context of the area. And is an indication of the prosperity of the old city of Songkhla from
the past from generation to generation to date.

From the above importance, let's determine the victory framework for conducting
research by studying the resources in the cultural heritage area. The area of Songkhla old
town is divided into 2 areas which are tangible heritage and wisdom. In terms of the
tangible inheritance Study in Historic sites include the old city walls of Songkhla and the
Sak Sit Sitphithak pier. Religious places such as Wat Yang Thong, Matchimawat Temple,
Ban Ton Mosque, Muang Shrine Tang Seng Ong Shrine Kuan Ku Shrine Punta Khao Kong
Shrine and Po and Tien Shrine including architectural forms In the field of wisdom Study
about traditions, culture and ways of life. From the survey found cultural heritage in the
old town area of Songkhla In the middle area of Nakhon Nai Road Nakhon Road, outside
the area adjacent to the jetty and the building location at the corner of the road cutting
from Nakhon Nai Road to Nakhon Nok Road. The research sample in the study were 22
buildings. After that, the evaluation of the value the Burra Charter and Statement of
significance (SOS) approach is used as a tool for assessing cultural heritage, including
building patterns, age, buildings, and history. Architectural changes and carrying out
various activities within the building. The research team sees it as a valuable cultural
heritage. And clearly reflects the imagery of the old Songkhla city in the past Therefore
summarize as a database and information of cultural heritage potential in Songkhla Old
City area to be used to consider and choose the appropriate conservation and
management methods Together with legal control measures and design framework found
that, there are 10 buildings that can be proposed as guidelines for improvement or
development. Which is divided into 2 phases in the renovation: Phase 1: proposing the
guidelines for building renovation there are a total of 5 buildings, which are groups of

buildings in a similar style, both in terms of architectural styles and the use of materials.



Phase 2 is a guideline for the development of unused buildings but still valuable to be
used with a total of 5 buildings in which this group when going through the improvement
and development process will create more value in yourself. This will affect the increase
of tourist attractions in the old Mueang Songkhla community and to maximize benefits.
From this study, found that architectural forms can communicate the culture, the
way of life and heritage. The remaining value must be maintained, improved and
developed by preserving the value of the building which is based on the concept of
preserving the unique characteristics of Songkhla Old City Community And will also

provide benefits for sustainable tourism in the future.
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
