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Abstract

Objectives of the research are study potential and management for sustainable
tourism abandoned monasteries in the old town Chiang Mai. Increasing of tourism income
and stakeholders’ quality of life is systematic goal. A research “A tourism development
guidelines for abandoned monasteries: a case study city walled area of Chiang Mai” is

included 2 researches as follow;

1st research is “A study of potential tourism for abandoned monasteries: a case
study city-walled area of Chiang Mai”, the project found 74 monasteries are on sites and 46
monasteries are still remained. There are 31 monasteries are situated in the research area
and 10 monasteries are selected to be 3 groups as Group 1: no need space development,
they are Wat Inthakhin, Wat Pan Sat, Wat Saen Ta Hoi, Wat That Klang; Group 2: need some
spaces development, they are Wat Nong Lom, Wat Pah Tan, Wat Pah Oy, Wat Chiang Khong;
and Group 3: need most spaces development, they are Wat Lao Siang, Wat Pah Daeng
Luang to become new tourist destinations. As a result, five-year management plan is
prepared and the Group 1 is selected to design full of physical developments.

2™ research is “A study of tourism management for abandoned Monasteries: a
case study city-walled area of Chiang Mai”. Today online database accessibility via smart
phone is a basic individual device and partly decision making for tourism. Online tourist
platform is now available on the Big Data. As a result, 10 selected abandoned monasteries
are rescored on management criteria that Wat Inthakhin, Wat Chiang Khong, Wat Pah Daeng,
and Wat Pan Sat are the 4 highest scores. All are designated 5 years planning to accomplish
tourism management as green public space and sustainable interpretation center.

In conclusion, the data analysis from the 1" and 2™ research found that highest
score summery are Wat Inthakhin, Wat Pan Sat, Wat Saen Ta Hoi, Wat Chiang Khong, Wat
That Klang, Wat Pah Daeng Luang, Wat Nong Lom, Wat Pah Tan, Wat Lao Siang, and Wat Pah
Oy. As a result, Wat Inthakhin, Wat Pan Sat,Wat Saen Ta Hoi, and Wat That Klang are

selected to be full development examples.
