The research on Community Based Tourism (CBT) in the three southern border provinces had
3 main objectives: 1) to study the improvement of CBT in Betong District, Yala Province and linking to
CBT standards of Thailand 2) to improve the community products in the Betong district, Yala province,
connecting to CBT standards of Thailand and 3) to provide suggestions on CBT in Betong District, Yala
Province, according to the sovernment's urgent policy. This study was an action research that has both
quantitative and qualitative processes. The key informants were either leaders or villagers in
communities who manage CBT, the government officer, the private agents and the expert academics.
The instruments used to collect data included the evaluation form, the interview form, the

observation form and questionnaires.

The results showed that the development strategies that were in line with the guidelines for
upgrading management and community products consisted of Personnel development strategy,
Tourism development strategy, Strategy for service development and value creation, Strategic
development in marketing and public relations and network development strategies. Therefore, these
strategies can synthesize to be a prototype model of CBT in the three southern border provinces and

can drive CBT in three southemn border provinces as the detail below:

1) A prototype model of CBT in the three southern border provinces consisting of
knowledge Management, conservation and restoration of community resources, creating
added value for the community, creating marketing and public relations systems and

networking.

2) Driving research on CBT in the three southern border provinces pilot area in
Betong District, Yala Province consisted of the research on personnel development, tourism
development, service and creating added value development, marketing and public

relations development and network development.
