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Abstract

The study of development of Satun UNESCO Global Geopark
management model and connectivity of the UNESCO global geoparks aims to
investicate the management models of the UNESCO global geoparks in various
countries, to develop the management model which suits Satun UNESCO Global
Geopark and to create the connectivity with UNESCO global geoparks at an
international level. The study was conducted by using interviews, discussions, and
learning from management models of UNESCO global geoparks which comprised
San’in Kaigan UNESCO Global Geopark, Oki Island UNESCO Global Geopark and
Langkawi UNESCO Global Geopark. To analyze the management models of UNESCO
global geoparks in foreign countries, the qualitative data analysis under the process
of focus group and Future Search Conference: F.S.C were used. To investigate
potentiality and limitations of Satun UNESCO Global Geopark in order to develop

management model which suits Satun UNESCO Global Geopark and to create the



connectivity with UNESCO global geoparks at the international level, the process of
focus group and Future Search Conference: F.S.C were used. To set the guidelines,
the participation process of the stakeholders in Satun UNESCO Global Geopark was
employed.

The results show that in overall image, Satun UNESCO Global Geopark
has integration of community enterprises to drive tourism-supported activities,
establishment of network cooperation to work under the provincial governor’s
command, cooperation between both public and private sectors under the form of
Satun UNESCO Global Geopark association. Regarding the limitations of Satun
UNESCO Global Geopark it lacks of the unity and motivation among workers. There
are few experts. Some areas of Satun UNESCO Global Geopark are located in the
area of the conserved forest. Satun UNESCO Global Geopark does not have its own
maters of law. Regarding, an approach to develop management model which suits
Satun UNESCO Global Geopark and the establishment of connectivity with UNESCO
global geoparks at the international level, it was found that in order to design the
management structure, it has to cover the work-loaded frame which corresponds to
the UNESCO’s assessment guideline. The provincial board committee which was
appointed by the provincial governor is divided into 3 sets which comprise the board
director and operational committee. They take responsible for 6 missions set by the
UNESCO which comprise the subcommittee in conservation of natural resources and
the environment including culture, the subcommittee in educational promotion,
interpretation, and public relation, the subcommittee in the community, economy,
and tourism development. They were appointed by the provincial governor. The
office of Satun UNESCO Global Geopark consists of the representatives from sub-
district administration organizations and the municipality located in the area. To drive
the activities that related to the Geopark’s missions, the work were divided into 3

sectors. Moreover, the Satun UNESCO Global Geopark association was established



and it consists of public and private sectors and people who show their interest in
participating in the association as the members to operate activities.

From the study, it was clear that the management which suit Satun UNESCO
Global Geopark consists of board director and 3 sets of subcommittee. It is an
organization management which includes the working team from various
organizations in the province. They operate the policy movement and annual budget
allocation in case there is a need to use the budget urgently but it doesn’t cover the
set budget and it can cause the lack of financial liquidity. Therefore, the direction of
geopark management in the future, the central organization should be established
and the operational process should be in term of public organization. It should be an
independent organization which is established by the Department of Mineral
Resources, the Ministry of Natural Resources and Environment in order to manage
the geopark network within the country and operate the activities to establish the

international network under the UNESCO criteria.
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
