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Abstract

Thailand is a high potential country acting as a central link of ASEAN region for economic,
trading, transportation, and tourism hubs connecting in and around neighboring and other ASEAN
countries. Undoubtedly, border planning and development is crucial issue to be promoted for
economic, social, and cultural prosperities in this region. For achieving these benefits,
collaboration among public, private and community sectors are imperative. That is @ main reason
of this project which aims to develop a conceptual framework and modelling prototypes for
Phu Doo Borders Development which is a study area in Uttaradit Province. Ban Khok border town
was selected as an empirical study to conduct this project based on its own available resources
and competency by optimizing its benefits for all to achieve sustainable border town
development. The qualitative research methods were implemented based on both primary
(fieldworks through good practices either in Thailand or abroad, interviews, and participatory
activities through relevant organizations) and secondary approaches (document-based). The
results of this study are border town development modellings (Prototype 1, 2 and 3) and
participatory tool for border town planning and development that contribute to policy making
and good practice which can be applied for other border town development in more sustainable
future.
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
