Abstract

The historic town of Sukhothai and associated historic towns, which consists of
Sukhothai historical park, Kampheng Phet historical park and Si Satchanalai historial park is one of
the three UNESCO cultural heritage sites in Thailand. As a result, it is considered as a great
potential to attract tourists to provincial cluster in the lower northern Thailand, including
Phitsanulok and Phetchabun provinces. Both provinces encompass important cultural heritage of
Thailand, Chan royal palace and Si Thep Historical Park. Due to popularity among both Thai and
foreign tourists as well as support from the government, the world heritage city has continuous
growth in tourism. The government’s policy to develop tourist attractions’s takes into account
the participation of local people to achieve development, create value and generate tourism
income. However, the tourism growth may negatively affect natural environment, way of life,
culture and local livelihood. Therefore, to prevent the occurrence of such effects, the study
examined sustainable tourism logistics activities in the historic town of Sukhothai and associated
historic towns and nearby provinces (Kamphaeng Phet, Phitsanulok and Phetchabun) in order to
provide recommendations on management of tourism logistics components for environmental
sustainability. Data on tourism logistics components of each tourist destination was collected
from in-depth interviews of key informants and field visits for empirical data. Tourism logistics
components consist of attractions, tourist activities, souvenir shops, restaurants, accommodations
and transportation on site. Then, evaluation of tourist attractions was made based on criteria for
evaluating tourism logistics components within tourist attractions in line with environmental
sustainability principles under the integrated guildlines of the Sustainable Tourism Criteria of the
Global Sustainable Tourism Council (GSTC) and the Sustainable Tourism Management Criteria of
the Tourism Authority of Thailand (TAT). The assessment results and data of each of the tourism
logistics components are used to provide recommendations on development of tourism logistics
for environmental sustainability in accordance with the UN Sustainable Development Goals (SDGs)

- responsible consumption and production (Goal 12).

Regarding suggestions for tourist attractions, they should promote environmental
preservation build or upgrade the management system as well as monitor and control the use of
resources. Tourists should be educated on environmental protection and maintaining cleanliness

and trainings should be provided to stakeholders. In terms of tourism activities, tourism routes
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should be organized to allow tourists to learn more about the history and the local way of life in
nearby communities. Moreover, tourist activities must not have negative impacts on the life and
behaviors of living organisms in the areas. The souvenir shops are encouraged to use
environmentally friendly packaging and to reduce the use of plastics, styrofoam, and other
resources. They should provide information to consumers by using advertising messages that are
accurate and complete. Regarding the restaurants, the relevant government agencies should
educate restaurant operators on management and setting business boundaries that place
importance on environmental issues. Regarding accommodations, hotel operators are
recommended to use eco-friendly and locally available products as well as electricity from
renewable energy. A waste management system should be created to re reduce adverse effects
on the environment. Regarding internal travel, the government sector should strictly implement
the policies, laws and regulations related to vehicle emissions. Transport service providers should
establish a system to fully utilize the vehicle's loading capacity. Travel routes should be arranged
properly, taking into consideration the reduction of energy consumption, time and safety of

passengers.
