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ABSTRACT

The objective of this research is to analyze the cost of time and related documents
for the product release process for transportation, import and export in the case of agricultural
products and to study the best practices in releasing products in accordance with the
agreement framework for Trade Facilitation Agreement (TFA) to lead the product release
guidance to improve the efficiency of the inspection. The release of the goods in accordance
with the Framework Agreement on the Facilitation of Trade. Which can help reduce trade
costs and increase opportunities to reach the market, leading to the creation of the country's
competitiveness

By business process analysis related to product release process, from the process from
the product to the port Until the product has been released To reduce the import and export
logistics system steps Case study of agricultural products In order to consider the process of
all trade activities which are divided into 3 steps of trade activities, covering from Buy, Ship to
Pay in relation to the 5 main product release processes Consists of 1) Prepare for export 2)
Export 3) Transport 4) Prepare for Import and 5) Import With Including studying the best
practices in releasing products To lead to the suggestion of product release in order to improve
the efficiency of product release The study found that The process of importing spices and
herbs in Thailand The normal import process in the case of Green Line takes 2 days 13 hours.
In the case of Red Line takes 4 days 3 hours, which is more than the Pre-arrival import, in
which the Green Line takes 1 day 2 hours and In the case of the Red Line, it takes 2 days and
5 hours for the process of exporting spices and herbs from Thailand to the European Union.
Currently, exporters or agents choose to use electronic filing methods rather than there are a
total of 4 days 8 hours 5 minutes of processing time for exports in the case of the Green Line,
while the Red Line takes 4 days and 8 hours 50 minutes. Since the Green Line has been
considered by Customs to be exempted, there is no cost. In terms of time, this process results
in a shorter period of time. Red Line shows the process of importing and exporting herbs and
spices by boat from Thailand to United Europe is still a very large number of documents.
Export procedure have more documents and time than import procedure. There are four main
causes; 1) document redundancy and the availability of a single point of service system, 2)

lack of policies to work together 3) delays and lack of integration and 4) Inefficiency staff.
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Thus, this research presents the best practices in releasing products. Including customs
procedures in accordance with the Trade Facilitation Agreement (TFA) from various countries
and guidelines or recommendation of various organizations to be the suggestion for
improvement and development of product release in Thailand consisting of 1) institutional
management to create integration and working standards that are consistent 2) Development
of electronic data linkage to lead to a One-Stop Service system 3) Establish operational
transparency and 4) Develop personnel competency and 5) Communication support And

increasing access channels for information.
