This project aims to study the development and evolution of Thai Theravada Buddhist
art from mid 14th century to mid 19th century CE., that is from the early Ayutthaya period to
the reign of King Mongkut.In order to form a comprehensive view of Buddhist Art within that
time, it is necessary to study believes and thoughts relevant to the period, divisible into 12

headings.

Although not all of these headings have been concluded, eight are completed.They are
as follow :The Arts of the Pre Sayam-nikaya Sect, The Foot prints of the Buddha, The Jatakas
in the context of the Sayam-—nikaya sect, The Monarchy and the Arts, The Sima markers of the
Sayam-nikaya sect, The Arts of the Sihala Bhikkhu Sect, The Depictions of the Three World
Cosmology, and a Comparative Study of Paintings of the Sayam-nikaya and Dhammayuti-
nikaya Sects. These researches have broadened our knowledge of the relationship between the
different lineages of Thai Theravada Buddhism and the arts as well as trace the diverse
external and indigeneous influences that contributed to the formation of the Thai national style

of Buddhist Art.
