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Abstract

The objective of this research on “Nai In Phoo Pid Thong Lang Phra”, a translation
by His Majesty King Bhumipol Adulyadej, is to study the overall meaning of the work as
related to political communication. The study used a linguistic approach of discourse
analysis to interpret the text, context and intertextuality m,m smémq_ from researcher's

perspective.

The findings indicate that Nai In Phoo Pid Thong Lang Phra contains three levels
of concepts in political communication; which are, individual, group or organization, and

societal levels.

At the individual level, cognitive and psychological conditions of individuals were
identified, as well as use of signs and symbols, and justification of values and worldviews.
At the group/organizational level, it was found that the work represents groups' problem
solving, conflict management, and division of people into camps, factions or affiliations.
Also identified at this level was use of communication, media and information techniques
to achieve groups' mission and goals. Finally, analysis at the societal level indicates
development of technology and innovation, use of propaganda and communication

strategies to manipulate news and information.
