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The curriculum “The Tai Dam language for the transmission of the Tai Song Dam
Cdlture”™ has been developed based on a critical research project collaboratively carried out
Ey Mahidol University, a Tai Song Dam school and a Tai Song Dam community at Khao Yoi,
Petchburi. To meet the purpose of preserving Tai Dam’s cultural heritage through formal
education, the curriculum highlights the multicultural perspective by promoting authentic
leaming and the learning-to-learn approach. The ultimate aim of this curriculum is to
cultivate Tai Dam students’ conscience and pride in culture and ethnicity, which will in turn
help them blend in the Thai society as a whole. This curriculum also suits non-formal
education, and may also be used in other local communities. Yet due to its original design

for use in schools, it should be modified to go with specific social contexts.
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
