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Abstract

This research aims to study the indistinguishable relationship between biodiversity
and local knowledge which emphasizes on the repertoire of knowledge. In regard to
knowledge, this study focuses on the Hmong and interaction to nature in 4 levels on food
and herbal plants; production and the system of resource management; traditional
medicine system; ritual, religious belief and mode of thought. This research finds out that
local knowledge and the richness of biodiversity are the two important factors in term of
social and cultural capital for the Hmong and their livelihood, and also biodiversity and

sustainable development.
