Kincaid's Lucy : Searching for Identity in Post-colonial Rootlessness
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Abstract

Jamaica Kincaid is one among weli-received diasporic writers whose works deal with
post-colonial experience and are part of the decolonizing discourse. In her autobiographic
novel, Lucy (1990), she portrays her after ego as an Antiguan immigrant in the US struggling to
re-invent her identity amidst post-colonial rootlessness and the alienation of the new world. In
her attempts at identity reconstruction amid the threat of rootless post-coloniality, Kincaid
interestingly draws on her oppressive past and appropriates the trope of colonial travel writing

and reverseas it for her purpose to cantribute to counter-colonial discourse.
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
