3. Auxiliaries may appear as function verbs, standing in place of a full verb-
phrase, when the full verb has been expressly stated or strongly implied in the
immediate linguistic context or the nonlinguistic context.

4. The verb do in its various inflectional and phrasal forms may appear as a
substituie for a full verb which has appeared in the immediate linguistic
context. It is the only verb-substitute.

5. Separable verbs, made up of a full verb followed by an adverb-like form,
may appear with their two parts together or separated by intervening words.

Adj: an adjective is the head of an adjective phrase, an endocentric non-predicational
attribute of a noun.
