The present study aims to (1) identify association between demographic
variables and newspaper exposure, knowledge and attitudes towards the 19 September
2006 Coup d’état, (2) examine roles of newspapers in informing and changing public
attitudes towards the 19 September 2006 Coup d’état, and (3) explore relationship
between knowledge and attitudes towards the 19 September 2006 Coup d’état.

Research method used was survey technique, targeting at people aged 20 and
over. A total of 1,111 respondents were selected using quota sampling method by
region. Data were collected from September to November, 2009.

Data analysis using statistical significance level of .05 revealed that:

1. Demographic variables found to be associated with to exposure to 19
September 2006 Coup d'état news reports in newspapers are region of residence,
gender, age, occupation, education and personal monthly income.

2. Demographic variables found to be associated with knowledge about the 19
September 2006 Coup d'état are region of residence, gender, age, occupation and
personal monthly income.

3. Demographic variables found to be associated with attitudes towards the 19
September 2006 Coup d’état are region of residence, age and education.

4. Exposure to news report in newspapers are positively related with knowledge
about the 19 September 2006 Coup d’état

5. Exposure to news reports in newspapers are positively related with attitudes
towards the 19 September 2006 Coup d’état.

6. Knowledge is not related with attitudes towards the 19 September 2006 Coup
d’état.
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
